	Essential Questions: 

What is a fresco?
What is plaster? 
Guiding Questions:
How do you paint on wet plaster? 

What image would I like to create?

What types of colors will you use in your image?



	Activity: Students will be creating their own frescos, a modern twist on the classic. 

	Motivation:
Teacher will show students a PowerPoint of images of real frescos. Such as the Sistine Chapel, Last Supper, etc. A demonstration will be given on how to mix, pour, and paint on plaster.


	Materials:

Burlap, one per student, cut 5x7”
                                 (Size can change depending on size of class, amount of time, or age)
Plaster of Paris  
Solo plastic cups for mixing plaster
Craft sticks for spreading plaster and smoothing top of fresco
Tempera paint (various colors)
Paint brushes
Newspaper to cover tables


	Procedure:

Day 1:

1.    Introduce lesson, show PowerPoint and give demonstration. 

2.   Come up with a theme to paint on the surface. Give the students a choice to pick from. (Under the Ocean, Family, Jungle Animals, Filed of Flowers) Have them sketch their design out on paper first and have them pick their color choices too. Designs must be completed by the next class.
Day 2:

1.   Cover newspaper over table. Give each student a sheet of the burlap and their own area to work in. 

2.   Next, pour plaster half way into cup and mix with water. Allow the plaster to be slightly runny so that it does not dry immediately upon pouring it out on the burlap. It needs to be able to be smoothed.

3.  Pour plaster over burlap so burlap can no longer be seen. Leave a 1” border of the burlap.
4.   Make surface as flat/smooth as possible using the craft stick. Use craft stick to clean up the edges by scraping the sides.

5.  Clean newspapers off tables around each piece and clean up plaster materials. While you are doing this, this gives time for the surface to dry some.

6.  If it is still wet, but not mushy, then it is time to paint. Begin to paint straight onto the surface. The more layers of paint you put on the fresco, the brighter they will be. 
Day 3:
Complete painting; add additional layers if colors look washed out. Sign name and date
