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Philosophy

Educating students about visual and performing arts can help them develop cognitive skills to create art of their own. Students learn to come up with their own ideas instead of using others. Students should construct their own knowledge about what they are learning by developing their own ideas. Making judgments and choices evokes many different cognitive skills needed for the students’ future in any job area (Siegesmund, 1988). 
Creating art is about reasoning, problem solving, analyzing, planning, and making decisions (Eisner, 2002). These are qualities used as lifelong skills in all subject areas such as math, English, all sciences and the visual and performing arts.  

Secondly, art is not just about the end product or making art for art’s sake. Through the process of creating and making art, students, learn to understand new ways of how to view the world (Eisner, 2002). Since we all continuously view art in our daily lives, as an art educator it is my job to teach students the ways art can be seen and how it is portrayed in the world. The Arts can be used to communicate one’s ideas, thoughts, and knowledge to the world or just the environment of the classroom.
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
